The signs are uniform in
appearance and will be installed by Public Works. If you have an existing sign and it is placed in a visually effective
location then the new sign will be placed there. Some of the signs will have to placed on steel post.

right hand corner. Being 30cm x 20cm in size,

The second item is the Residential Snow Removal Request .
